ü Itôs calissons! This marzipan - like confection ery made from sweet almonds and 

preserved fruits is a great gourmet specialty  of Aix 
en Provence. In the 19th century the first calisson 

factories were created an d by the beginning of the 
20th century Aix was the world capital of the 

almond trade. Aix is home to about twenty 
manufacturers.  

 
 

 You will may have the luck to discover the 

fabrication  and to taste one  during a visit !  
 

ü Its olives. 25 centuries ago the G reeks planted the 
olive tree deep in our region. The olive has become 

one of the main ingredients of Provencal  cuisine: 
tapenade (a purée of black or green olives), table 

olives and of course, olive oil.  

 

ü Its gastronomy.  A taste of Provence the gastronomy of the sun. Generous, alive 
perfumed, its colors  revitalize  the variety its aromas, its taste and refresh the 
palate.  

 

It a cuisine that is at the same time authentic and sensual.  
 

Based on simple and fresh foods it is embellished with herbs of the hillsid e: 
thyme, oregano, savory, rosemary, fennel and the southern "farigoulette" 

which enhance the sea foods, lamb, game , goatôs cheeses and an infinite 
palette of vegetables.

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ü Its vineyards . The infinite variety of vines 
(grenache, syrah, cabernet sauvignon, and notably 

vermentino) and the quality of their assemblage 
makes for very light and aromatic young wines but 

also for wines of character and importance. The 
rosés which come from these varieties of grape are 

more tann ic, vigorous and go well with dishes such 
as aioli (fish and vegetables with garlic 

mayonnaise), bourride (white fish stew), brandade de morue (cod puree) or 

poutargue (mullet roe caviar). Less abundant, the whites are fresh and 
perfumed.

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Climate  
 

 
Aix -en-Provence is situated in a plain overlooking the Arc, about a mile from 

the right bank of the river. The city slopes gently from north to south and the 

Montagne Sainte -Victoire can easily be seen to the  east. 
Aix's position in the south of France gives it a warm 

climate . It has an average January temperature of 5°C 
and a July average of 30°C. It has an average of 300 

days of sunshine and only 91 of rain. Whilst it is partially 
protected from the Mistral,  Aix does occasionally suffer 

the cold gusty conditions it brings .
